MOVEMENT ORDER 00-DTO-01 (CHAMPION TALON)

a.  (U)  FM 55-312 Military Convoy Operations in CONUS.

b.  (U)  FM 55-30 Army Motor Transport Units and Operations.

c.  (U)  FM 4-01.30 Movement Control.

d.  (U)  82d Airborne Division Reg 700-1-5 (DTO SOP).

Time Zone Used throughout the OPORD:  Local.

1.  (U)  SITUATION.  Administrative convoys and commercial bus will be used to deploy and redeploy notionally heavy drops and air-lands to Camp LeJeune because of airfield limitations.  

2.  (U)  MISSION.  Headquarters Headquarters Company (D-Main), TF FALCON (notional heavy drops and air-lands), and AVN BDE begin administrative convoys from Fort Bragg to Camp LeJeune 130800JUN00.  Redeployment convoys will begin 190900JUN00.  Safety is paramount for this mission.  Vehicular accidents are the number one killer of soldiers in peacetime.  Ensure each march unit commander conducts a complete convoy briefing prior to SP.

3.  (U)  EXECUTION.


a.  (U)  Concept of Movement. 



(1)  (U)  MARSHAL PIKE FIELD.  Units marshal their vehicles the day prior on PIKE FIELD IAW TAB March Table starting 121300JUN00.  Each March Unit comprised of twenty vehicles each will line up behind a designated orange cone with their March Unit number on it.  DTO and 1179th DSB will operate the marshalling area.  DTO will call EOC after each March Unit has departed.  

(2)  (U)  CONVOY.  The convoy route is described in paragraph 3d and TAB A Route Diagram.  Units and leaders must ensure SP and RP times are enforced IOT avoid traffic congestion and comply with North Carolina Convoy Clearance permits.  SP and RP times and CPs are detailed in TAB B March Table.  Deviation from the prescribed routes or times requires DTO approval.  The 261st Movement Regulation Team (MRT) will enforce movement control along the route.   



(3)  (U)  RECEPTION.  Units moving along HWY 17 to DAVIS AIRFIELD will see a VS-17 panel one mile prior to the turn into DAVIS AIRFIELD.  Air-lands will be staged on DAVIS AIR-FIELD by the 592d MCT and DTO.  Units moving along HWY 24 to FALCON DZ will use the Piney Green Gate entrance.  592nd Movement Control Team (MCT) and DTO will escort convoys from gate to Heavy Drops staging area north west of FALCON DZ.  D-Main location TBD. 



(4)  (U)  DURING.  USMC Camp LeJeune requires a March Credit for three or more vehicles.  Request for movements should be submitted to the DTO ahead of time for preplanned moves.  Short notice movement bids are requested through DTO on Movement Control Net.  LMTVs and TMP bus will be used to shuttle approximately 300 drivers that jumped into FALCON DZ to DAVIS AIRFIELD starting 171000JUN00.  Air-lands on DAVIS AIRFIELD will depart once TF FALCON BDE S4 has notified the DTO that 2d MEB has secured NEW RIVER BRIDGE via Movement Control Net.  



(5)   (U)  REDEPLOYMENT.  Units will depart Camp LeJeune IAW times in TAB B March Tables.  Units should marshal their vehicles the day prior into march units.  MPS will enforce SP times.  Any deviation to Marshalling Areas, SP times, or route must be approved by DTO.  This is a controlled movement back to Bragg IOT avoid traffic congestion and comply with North Carolina Convoy Clearances.  2d BDE will marshal vehicles in vic of New MOUT City.  407th FSB and 307th ENG will Marshall vehicles in vic of FALCON DZ.  AVN BDE will marshal vehicles on DAVIS AIRFIELD.  D-Main will marshal vehicles in vic (location TBD).  Same route described in TAB A will be used for redeployment.  Commercial Bus and Commercial Line – Haul schedules are also in TAB B March Tables.  


b.  (U)  TASKS TO SUBORDINATE UNITS. 



(1)  (U)  TF FALCON S4.  

(a)  (U)  Upload ENG and FSB equipment at Fort Bragg CRP NLT 140945JUN00. Ensure drives for ENG and FSB equipment are at FALCON DZ NLT 141230JUN00 to down load Commercial Line Haul vehicles.  Upload ENG and FSB equipment 200800JUN00 vic FALCON DZ.




(b)  (U)  Submit movement requests for three or move vehicles moving on Camp LeJeune to DTO via Movement Control Net.  




(c)  (U)  Notify DTO via Movement Control Net once 2 MEB has secured NEW RIVER BRIDGE IOT start Air-Land convoys O/A 171400JUN00.




(2)  (U)  DISCOM.  





(a)  (U)  Operate Convoy Support Center (CSC) with fuel, water, maintenance, wrecker support and medical assets to support 500-vehicle density for deployment and redeployment.  CSC must be operational NLT 130900JUN00 and function until deployment is complete.  CSC must be operational NLT 190700JUN00 and function until re-deployment is complete.  





(b)  (U)  Provide Class IIIb HEMTT tankers at D-Main Location, FALCON DZ, and DAVIS AIRFIELD to refuel Heavy Drops and Air Lands IAW Div G4 Plans (CPT Jackson). 





(c)  (U)  Provide Maintenance Contact Team at PIKE for Deployment and at LeJeune for Redeployment.




(3)  (U)  1179th DSB

(a)  (U)  Operate PIKE FIELD marshalling area IAW TAB B time line.





(b)  (U)  Notify EOC after each March Unit departs PIKE FIELD.  





(c)  (U)  Chalk convoy clearances on vehicles.

(4)  (U)  261st Movement Regulating Team (MRT)


(a)  (U)  Man CPs along route and monitor progress of March Units.





(b)  (U)  Call in RP times of March Units to Div EOC.

(5)  (U)  592nd Movement Control Team (MCT).

(a)  (U)  Receive and escort March Units at Camp LeJeune.  

(b)  (U)  Coordinate external transportation with FSE and 530th Sply and SVC.

(c)  (U)  Coordinate movement bids and credits with USMC.

(d)  (U)  Stage and control release of Air Lands at DAVIS AIRFIELD.



(6)  (U)  PMO.  Enforce SPs IAW TAB B and TAB E.


c.  (U)  COORDINATING INSTRUCTIONS. 


(1)  (U)  Marshal vehicles IAW with time lines in TAB B March Tables.


(2)  (U)  Conduct maintenance checks of vehicles prior to departure.


(3)  (U)  Ensure each March Unit Commander conducts complete convoy briefing.


(4)  (U)  SP and RP IAW Tab B March Tables.


(5)  (U)  Do not deviate from route in Tab A without DTO approval.


(6)  (U)  Provide internal FM communications for March Units (see Para 5).


(7)  (U)  Routes:




(a)  (U)  SP:  Gruber and All American Parkway.

(b)  (U)  RP:  TF FALCON RP is FALCON DZ, RP for AVN BDE is DAVIS AF, the RP for DMAIN is the Piney Green Entrance to LeJeune.




(c)  (U)  Description:  SP to I 95 North, take Exit 81B onto I40 East toward Wilmington.  Follow I40 East to Exit 373 to Rt 24 East.  Follow 24 all the way to Camp LeJeune.

(8)  (U)  Critical Points:  The Convoy Support Center (CSC) is located at a rest stop.  Take Exit 364 off of I40 (Warsaw) Rest Area.  

(9)  (U)  Convoy speeds: 45mph

(10)  (U)  Catch-up speed: 50mph

(11)  (U)  Vehicle distance: 50 meters Highway and 20 meters city

(12)  (U)  Density:  Convoy=200 veh per day;  March units=20 veh.



(13)  (U)  Emergency measures:




(a)  Accidents: If you are involved in an accident with injuries.  You will render any and all assistance you are able to perform, given the situation.  Try to get emergency medical help to the scene as soon as possible (i.e. Use a phone, flag down an oncoming car, use a cell phone etc.)  Continue to provide assistance to any injured party until professional help arrives. If there are no injuries, the driver will fill out the SF-91 and accident information exchange card and wait for the authorities to arrive.  After the police have arrived, you will wait for the trail maintenance contact team and have them notify the convoy commander. The driver and assistant driver will follow all the safety precautions outlined in the next paragraph.



(b)  (U)  Breakdowns.  If your vehicle breaks down, pull off to the extreme far right of the road shoulder.  Both driver and assistant driver will exit on the passenger side of the vehicle.  The assistant will place the warning triangles approximately 25, 50, and 100 meters behind the vehicle on the driver’s side.  The driver will conduct a thorough PMCS and attempt to locate the cause of the mechanical failure.  Both driver and assistant driver after completion of the PMCS, will wait for the maintenance contact team at least 20 meters away from the vehicle on the shoulder of the road.  Units will ensure a tow bar is in each March Unit.  Self-recovery forward is primary method.  CSC wrecker is secondary method.




(c)  (U)  Separation from convoy.  If you become separated from the convoy and you are aware of your current location and the direction of your destination, continue on at catch up speed until you catch the march unit or reach the release point.  If you are not sure of your current location and unsure of the proper direction of travel, you will pull off to the side of the road well clear of traffic or pull into a parking area and conduct a map recon and then proceed to get back onto the convoy route and proceed at catch up speed.  If you are unable to figure out location ask directions if possible or locate a phone and use the emergency phone numbers on your strip map.  If you are still unable to find your way to the convoy route or not near a phone, stay put and a recon party will find you.



(14)  (U)  Rest halt: 




(a)  (U)  Location(s): Exit 364 Rest Stop.  




(b)  (U)  Actions:  20-minute break




(15)  (U) Mark all convoys IAW DIV REG 700-1-5 82nd Airborne Division Transportation SOP. 





(a)  (U)  Chapter 2, FM 55-312 and paragraph 2-16g of AR 385-55 establish the requirement to properly mark vehicles for ground convoy movements on state roads within the CONUS.  As a minimum, each Battalion will maintain one set of convoy markings and lights per company.  If a company has more than 25 vehicles, a complete set will be maintained per 25 vehicles.  Separate companies will maintain a complete set per 25 vehicles.  See XVIII Airborne Corps and Fort Bragg Regulation 385-16 (Convoy Markings).

(c)  (U)  Primary means of vehicle recovery is unit tow bars.  One unit tow bar per March Unit.  Secondary means is wrecker at CSC.  Recover forward; BDAR will be conducted at CSC and Camp LeJeune.

5.  COMMAND AND CONTROL.


(a)  (U)  Command.

(1)  (U)  Location of convoy commander:  Convoy commander will travel between the march units.

(2)  (U)  Designation of assistant convoy commander:  Determined by the convoy commander.

(3)  (U)  Prearranged signals:  Unit SOP

(b)  (U)  Signal

(1)  (U)  Joint RBEC generated Purple Dragon JSOI will be in effect for all radio users.

(2)  (U)  Purple Dragon COMSEC call out will be in effect.

(3)  (U)  Primary means of communications within the convoy serials will be FM.

(4)  (U)  Primary means of communication between TCPs, MCC, CSC, EOC and serial commanders will be telephone.

(5)  (U)  COMEX will be conducted prior to each serial SP.
