SMALL GROUP INSTRUCTOR TRAINING COURSE (SGITC)
The SGITC is a five day course designed to teach small group leaders (SGL) how to facilitate group-driven scenarios intended to achieve specific training objectives.  The concept of learning by doing is used.  The course presents definitions, terminology, and instructional methods while providing insights into how adults learn and develop.  Particular small group exercises are designed so that students experience, first hand, how groups react and interact in a variety of situations, demanding group involvement.
The target audience is individuals assigned or pending assignment as a SGL and those designated by their commanders to be Consideration of Others (CO2) coordinators.
