INFORMATION PAPER

Subject:  Initial Military Training and Professional Military Education Accreditation.

1.  Purpose.  To provide information on TRADOC accreditation of Initial Military Training (IMT) and Professional Military Education (PME).

2.  Facts.

    a. A TRADOC QA-coordinated Accreditation Team, composed of the Combined Arms Center (CAC) and Army Accessions Command (AAC) QA Teams and supported by HQ TRADOC staff representatives, conducts accreditation evaluations of TRADOC centers and schools.
    b. The AAC and CAC QA Teams evaluate PME and IMT programs against the 20 Jan 04 TRADOC Accreditation Standards.
    c. Recommendations for the ratings on the TRADOC Accreditation Standards are derived from the collection, analysis, and triangulation of data obtained from multiple sources:  the school’s self-assessment reports; onsite observations; key person interviews; instructor and staff focus groups; written questionnaires; and reviews of documents, organizational records, and audit trails.
    d. TRADOC QAO consolidates AAC and CAC Commander-approved accreditation ratings and forwards reports to CG, TRADOC.  HQ TRADOC issues the CG TRADOC-approved IMT and PME accreditation ratings to the TRADOC center/school.
    e. Proponent schools accredit PME in affiliated RC TASS Training Battalions based on evaluations conducted by attached Title XI personnel.
