PURPOSE: TO ADVISE THE CONTRACTOR OF OSHA AND CORPS OF ENGINEER SAFETY REQUIREMENTS AND TO ENSURE CONTRACTOR COMPLIES WITH THOSE STANDARDS.





SAFETY REQUIRED: IAW OSHA STANDARDS 29 CFR 1910 AND 1926


CORPS OF ENGINEER SAFETY AND HEALTH MANUAL EM 385-1-1.





ACCIDENT PREVENTION: IN ORDER TO PROVIDE SAFETY CONTROLS FOR PROTECTION TO LIFE AND HEALTH OF EMPLOYEES AND OTHERS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COMPLY WITH ALL THE PERTINENT PROVISIONS OF THE CORPS OF ENGINEER MANUAL EM 385.1.1 AND OSHA STANDARDS 29 CFR 1910 AND 1926 AND ALL APPLICABLE FED, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS AND REGULATIONS.


ACCIDENT REPORTING: THE CONTRACTOR WILL NOTIFY THE CONTRACTING


OFFICER OF ALL ACCIDENTS/INJURIES IMMEDIATELY.


CONTRACT EMPLOYEES MAY BE SEEN AT M.A.H. ON A COST REIMBURSABLE BASIS FOR EMERGENCIES.





WRITTEN SAFETY PROGRAM: (OSHA 29 CFR 1926) THE CONTRACTOR SHALL 


ESTABLISH AND IMPLEMENT A WRITTEN SAFETY PROGRAM. THE CONTRACTOR


WILL PROVIDE A COPY OF THE WRITTEN PROGRAM TO GARRISON SAFETY OFFICE


PRIOR TO START OF WORK. A COPY OF THE WRITTEN PROGRAM SHALL BE


MAINTAINED AT THE JOB SITE AT ALL TIMES.





SPEED LIMITS:  WHILE ON FT.EUSTIS AND FT.STORY, FOLLOW ALL POSTED SPEED LIMITS.  REDUCE SPEED TO 10 MPH WHILE PASSING TROOP FORMATIONS.





SUB-CONTRACTORS: THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE TO INSURE THAT ALL


SUB-CONTRACTORS HIRED BY HIM COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS AGREEMENT, ARE FULLY BRIEFED ON THE PROVISIONS OF THIS AGREEMENT AND


A RECORD OF THAT BRIEFING IS MAINTAINED AT THE JOB SITE. THIS RECORD SHALL INCLUDE A LIST OF PERSONS BRIEFED WITH SIGNATURES, CONTENT OF THE BRIEFING, DATE AND TIME.


EMPLOYEE TRAINING: (29 CFR 1926,1910) THE CONTRACTOR MUST ENSURE ALL


CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES RECEIVE SAFETY TRAINING.   EMPLOYEE TRAINING PROGRAMS SHALL BE DESIGNED TO ENSURE ALL EMPLOYEES UNDERSTAND AND ARE AWARE OF THE HAZARDS TO WHICH THEY ARE EXPOSED AND THE PROPER METHODS FOR AVOIDING SUCH HAZARDS.  TRAINING RECORDS WILL BE KEPT ON FILE AND AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW UPON REQUEST. 
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ACCIDENT REPORTING AND RECORDKEEPING: THE CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN


A LOG AND SUMMARY (OSHA FORM NO. 200) OF ALL RECORDABLE INJURIES AND


ILLNESSES RESULTING IN A FATALITY, HOSPITALIZATION, LOST WORK DAYS,


MEDICAL TREATMENT, JOB TRANSFER OR TERMINATION, OR LOSS OF CONSCIOUSNESS,


FOR THE CONTRACT.  CONTRACTOR WILL FORWARD A COPY OF ALL ACCIDENT REPORTS TO THE CONTRACTING OFFICER.





PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT: (29 CFR 1926.28) PERSONNEL WILL WEAR


APPROPRIATE PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT; HARD HATS, WORK SHOES, GOGGLES, HEARING PROTECTION ETC. WHEN EXPOSED TO HAZARDOUS CONDITIONS. FORT EUSTIS AND FORT STORY CONSTRUCTION SIGHTS ARE DESIGNATED HARD HAT AREAS.








ELECTRICAL INSTALLATIONS: (29 CFR 1926.350) CONTRACTORS SHALL PROVIDE


EITHER GROUND-FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTERS (GFCI’S) OR AN ASSURED EQUIPMENT GROUNDING CONDUCTOR PROGRAM TO PROTECT EMPLOYEES FROM GROUND-FAULT


HAZARDS AT CONSTRUCTION SITES.





COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDERS: (29 CFR 1926.350) COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDERS


SHALL BE STORED IN AN UPRIGHT POSITION AT ALL TIMES, AND SECURED.  VALVE PROTECTION CAPS SHALL BE IN PLACE WHEN COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDERS TRANSPORTED, MOVED OR STORED.  GASSES WILL BE PROPERLY SEGREGATED.





CONFINED SPACE ENTRY: (EM-385.1.1.27) PRIOR TO ENTRY INTO CONFINED SPACES,


CONTRACTOR WILL PROVIDE TO THE SAFETY OFFICE, A WRITTEN CONFINED


SPACE ENTRY PROCEDURE.  ALL CONFINED SPACES ON FORT EUSTIS/FORT STORY ARE CONSIDERED PERMIT REQUIRED CONFINED SPACES WITH THE EXCEPTION OF SPECIFIC TELECOMMUNICATIONS AREAS.  EVERY CONTRACTOR ENTERING A CONFINED


SPACE SHALL PROVIDE THE EQUIPMENT NECESSARY TO SAFELY PERFORM PERMIT REQUIRED CONFINED SPACE OPERATIONS INCLUDING VENTILATION, COMMUNICATIONS, PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT, AND SPECIALIZED, TOOLS. 





HOT WORK PERMIT: IS REQUIRE BY FORT EUSTIS/STORY REGULATION FOR ALL OPERATIONS REQUIRING IGNITION OF A COMBUSTIBLE. THIS PERMIT IS REQUIRED PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF ANY HOT WORK. TO OBTAIN PERMIT CALL THE FIRE DEPARTMENT @ 878-2555 OR 422-7456.





CRANES,DERRICKS,FORKLIFTS AND OTHER MATERIAL HANDLING EQUIPMENT: (29 CFR 1910) RATED LOAD CAPACITIES, RECOMMENDED OPERATING SPEEDS, AND SPECIAL HAZARD WARNINGS OR INSTRUCTIONS SHALL BE POSTED ON ALL EQUIPMENT.  OPERATORS WILL BE PROPERLY TRAINED PRIOR TO OPERATING EQUIPMENT.


DISPOSAL CHUTES: (29 CFR 1926.252) WHENEVER MATERIALS ARE DROPPED 20 OR


MORE FEET TO ANY EXTERIOR POINT OF BUILDINGS, ENCLOSED CHUTE SHALL BE USED.
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EXCAVATING AND TRENCHING: (29 CFR 1926.651) THE WALLS AND FACES OF


TRENCHES 5 FEET OR MORE DEEP AND ALL EXCAVATIONS, IN WHICH EMPLOYEES


ARE EXPOSED TO DANGER FROM MOVING GROUND OR CAVE IN SHALL BE GUARDED BY SHORING SYSTEM, SLOPING OF THE GROUND, OR SOME EQUIVALENT MEANS.


A LADDER OR RAMP OR OTHER SAFE MEANS OF EGRESS SHALL BE LOCATED IN


TRENCH EXCAVATIONS THAT ARE 4 FEET OR MORE DEEP.





MECHANIZED EQUIPMENT: (29 CFR 1926.601) CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT USE ANY


MOTOR VEHICLE, EARTHMOVING, OR COMPACTING EQUIPMENT WITHOUT A BACK-UP ALARM OR THE VEHICLE IS BACKED UP ONLY WHEN AN OBSERVER SIGNALS THAT IT ITS SAFE. CONTRACTOR WILL INSURE THAT ALL EQUIPMENT OPERATORS ARE PROPERLY CERTIFIED IAW FED AND STATE LAWS AND REGULATIONS. 








SCAFFOLDS: (29 CFR 1926.451) SCAFFOLDS AND THEIR COMPONENTS SHALL BE                     CAPABLE OF SUPPORTING, WITHOUT FAILURE, AT LEAST 4 TIMES THE MAXIMUM


INTENDED LOAD. GUARDRAILS AND TOEBOARDS SHALL BE INSTALLED ON ALL


OPEN SIDES AND ENDS OF PLATFORMS MORE THEN 6 FEET ABOVE THE GROUND OR FLOOR. ALL PLANKING SHALL BE SCAFFOLD GRADE OR EQUIVALENT.








FALL PROTECTION: (29 CFR 1926.500) EACH EMPLOYEE ON A WALKING/WORKING SURFACE (HORIZONAL AND VERTICLE SURFACE) WITH AN UNPROTECTED SIDE OR EDGE WHICH IS 6 FEET OR MORE ABOVE A LOWER LEVEL SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM FALLING.  CONTRACTORS WILL USE GUARDRAIL SYSTEMS, SAFETY NET SYSTEMS, OR PERSONAL FALL AREST SYSTEMS TO PROTECT EMPLOYEES.
