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IDENTIFICATION OF OFF LIMITS ESTABLISHMENTS

1.
PURPOSE.  To identify establishments in the Virginia area which have been declared off limits to members of the Armed Forces.

2.
SCOPE.  This circular applies to all elements of the USATCFE, Tenant Activities at Fort Eustis and Reserve Components.

3.
GENERAL.  As a result of a recommendation by the Virginia Area Armed Forces Disciplinary Control Board, the establishments listed below are off limits to all members of the Armed Forces.  Commanders will inform members of their commands that they are prohibited from entering the premises of these establishments.  This action does not apply to military family members.
