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INSTALLATIONS

SMOKING IN FACILITIES – FORT EUSTIS AND FORT STORY

STATEMENT OF POLICY:

1.  To achieve a smoke free environment in all interior spaces, unless excepted, that are owned, rented or leased by this command.

2.  Current bans on smoking:


a. All interior spaces unless specifically covered by exception.


b.  In front of air intake ducts located outside of any facility.


c.  In doorways or other paths where non-smokers would normally pass through to gain access to a facility.

3.  Exceptions:


a.  Housing, billets, and barracks rooms (does not include vessel berthing).  However, facility managers will consider smoking preference when assigning living areas and will separate smokers from non-smokers to the extent possible. 


b.  Bowling alleys, club lounges/bars, and the ODR and golf course snack bars.  These facilities are granted a three year phase-in period to expire on 7 December 2002.  Separate smoking/non-smoking areas must be designated in the interim.

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c.  Any interior space engineered to provide full enclosure and direct ventilation to the outside as approved by DPW, Safety and MEDDAC.

4.  Smoking Cessation Program:

Smokers are encouraged to make use of the smoking cessation programs that are managed by MEDDAC.

1.  Issue/Problem:  The Command does not have a current smoking policy.

2.  USATC Position/Recommendation:  The proposed policy brief at TAB A will bring the Command into compliance with recent Secretary of Defense guidance at TAB B.  Recommend that the Chief of Staff sign the policy brief at TAB A.

3.  Background/Summary:


a.  The President signed EO 13058, TAB C, on 9 Aug 97 banning smoking in federal facilities.  The executive order gave agency heads some flexibility to create exceptions.


b.  On 7 Dec 99 the Secretary of Defense signed the memo at TAB B which temporarily excepted certain MWR facilities, as determined by the installation commander, and gave those facilities up to three years to become smoke-free.


c.  DA is not expected to update AR 600-63 (excerpt at TAB D), Army Health Promotion, to bring it into compliance with the EO.  The command should go ahead and implement the DOD memo without further guidance from DA.


d.  This policy brief identifies local MWR facilities that would benefit from the temporary exception and allows 

those facilities to separate smoking/non-smoking areas for a period not to exceed three years while DPCA works on a 

plan to make the facilities smoke-free.


e.  Approval of this policy brief will cause one facility, Burger King, to place a ban on smoking.  Smoking is currently allowed in the smoking section at Burger King.  This ban should not have any significant adverse impact on patron inconvenience or revenue.
