1.  (U)  SITUATION.  See Basic OPORD.

2.  (U)  MISSION.  See Basic OPORD.

3.  (U)  EXECUTION.  

a.  (U)  Concept of Movement.  See APPENDIX 2 (MOVEMENT PLAN) TO ANNEX I (SERVICE SUPPORT) TO OPORD 01-05.

b.  (U)  Main Supply Route (MSR) description.  There are three MSRs in the 82d Div AO.  See TAB B (TRAFFIC CONTROL POINTS) to APPENDIX 4 (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION and CONTROL) for grid locations, Traffic Control Points (TCPs) and distances.  Division controlled MSRs and ASRs will remain two way traffic until reprioritization or movement of maneuver units dictates change to one way.

(1)  (U)  MSR WILLYS.  Is an all weather, hard surface, 4 lane road.  It enters the Div Rear Boundary at DM 630670 and ends at EN 384 590.  MSR WILLYS is classified as a supervised route.

(2)  (U)  MSR OLDS.  Is an all weather, hard surface, 4 lane road that enters the Div Rear Boundary at DM 530 930 and continues through mountainous terrain to Pristina.  MSR OLDS is classified as a supervised route.

(3)  (U)  MSR NASH.  Is an all weather, hard surface, 4 lane road that enters the Div Rear Boundary at DN 653161 and continues through to Pristina.  MSR NASH is not scheduled to be used as a primary source of supply for this operation.  MSR NASH is classified as a supervised route. 

c.  (U)  Alternate Supply Route (ASR) description.  There are twelve ASRs in the 82d Div AO.  See TAB 2 (TRAFFIC CONTROL POINTS) to APPENDIX 4 (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION and CONTROL) for grid locations, Traffic Control Points (TCPs) and distances.  All ASRs are classified as supervised routes.  

(1)  (U)  ASR BULLDOG.  Is a 1 lane road that runs north-south from the city of PEC in the 101st DIV sector to the city of DAKOVICA in the 82nd DIV sector.

(2)  (U)  ASR APSO.  Is a 1 lane road that runs north-south from MSR WILLYS across the Fierzas River north to ASR Mastiff and then on to MSR OLDS.

(3)  (U)  ASR SPRINGER.  Is an east-west road that runs parallel to MSR WILLYS along the north side of the BELIDRIM RIVER from ASR APSO to the city of PRIZREN.  ASR SPRINGER varies from hard surface to soft surface along its length.

(4)  (U)  ASR HEINZ.  Is a north-south 2 lane improved hard surface road that runs from MSR OLDS to the town of PRIZREN paralleling the BELIDRIM RIVER.

(5)  (U)  ASR SPANIEL.  Is a north-south road that runs between MSR OLSD and MSR NASH. It is located in the northern sector of the division AO and is both hard surface and soft surface.

(6)  (U)  ASR COCKER.  Is a one lane soft surface north-south from ASR SPANIEL to MSR OLDS and along MSR OLDS from DN 775035 to DM 895955.  From this point is moves south along HWY 25 to the town of PRIZREN.

(7)  (U)  ASR AKITA.  Is a one lane soft surface, north-south from DN775035 to MSR NASH at DN 862136.

(8)  (U)  ASR MALAMUTE.  Is a one lane, soft surface, northwest-southeast road that runs from ASR COCKER to the town of SIROKO at DM 850879 then to the town of BROZOVICA at EM 742006.  

(9)  (U)  ASR PUG.  Is a northwest-southeast one lane, hard and soft surface road that runs from MSR OLDS at EM 034976 to the town of UROSEVAC.

(10)  (U)  ASR DEERHOUND.  Is a one lane, soft surface, north-south road that runs from MSR NASH to the PRISTINA Airfield.

(11)  (U)  ASR ANCHORAGE.  Is an east-west one lane, hard and soft surface road that runs from DN755057 to DN885052 to DN931060 to ASR DEERHOUND.

(12)  (U)  ASR TUSCON.  Is an southwest-northeast one lane, soft surface road that runs from ASR HEINZ at DM698855 to ASR AFGHAN at DM746925.

(13)  (U)  ASR PHEONIX.  Is an east-west, one lane, soft surface road that runs from the town of MARMULE at DM597920 to ASR SPANIEL at DM620921.

d.  (U)  Displaced Civilian Routes (DC) description.  There are two DC routes in the Division AO.  One route is designated as the NORTH ROUTE and runs from the DCCP at DN7106 along ASR COCKER to ASR SPANIEL to MSR OLDS to the Division DCAA at JAHOC vic DM 5092.  The second route is designated as SOUTH ROUTE and runs from the DCCP at DM8389 and runs from ASR MALAMUTE to ASR COCKER to ASR AFGHAN to ASR TUCSON to ASR HEINZ to MSR OLDS to the DCAA.  

e.  (U)  NBC Contamination Route description.  There are two contamination routes designated within the Division AO.  The southern route runs east-west from MSR WILLYS to ASR MALAMUTE.  The decon site will be established along ASR MALAMUTE.  The northern route runs east-west along MSR OLDS to ASR COCKER to ASR AFGHAN.  The decon site will be established along ASR AFGHAN.

f.  (U)  TASKS TO SUBORDINATE UNITS. (See Base Order)



g.  (U)  COORDINATING INSTRUCTIONS. 

(1)  (U)  Control movement within respective sectors/areas of operation.

    


(a)  (U)  Upon receipt of the MSR overlay, select routes and record all preplanned road movements on a Division Movement Board Worksheet (G4 REPORT #5, 82d ABN DIV FSOP) with times on requested routes and CP numbers and locations for that specific portion of the requested route.  




(b)  (U)  Submit Route reconnaissance information using convoy closure reports. Submit report to DTO in the DREAR.  The convoy closure report is G4 report number 4 in the 82nd FSOP.



(2)  (U)  The 592nd MCT assists DTO with movement management/highway regulation and coordinating for non-divisional transportation assets.  The 592d MCT provides personnel to operate First Destination Reporting Points at the division rear boundary.  FSBs operate FDRPs at intersections of BDE rear boundaries and MSR/ASRs.



(3)  (U)  Division traffic control points have the authority to divert traffic not moving IAW this order and from congested areas/routes.  Units experiencing any MSR congestion or enemy activity along MSRs should report this information to the DTO in the DREAR.



(4)  (U)  Displaced Civilians (DCs) Control.  Units should employ their MP, Civil Affairs (CA), and PSYOP assets as task organized teams to ensure MSRs are clear of DCs.  If DCs are encountered, direct them toward the designated DC route described in paragraph 3d.



(5)  (U)  Control Measures On MSRs.

(a)  (U)  All division MSRs/ASRs are supervised routes.  Six or more vehicles traveling together require a movement credit from the DTO. 

(b)  (U)  Traffic Control Points (TCPs) and First Destination Reporting Points (FDRPs) are annotated on the CSS overlay, APPENDIX 1 (CSS OVERLAY) to ANNEX I (SERVICE SUPPORT), and the MSR sketch, TAB A (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION PLAN) to APPENDIX 4 (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION AND CONTROL) and TAB B (TCP LIST) to APPENDIX 4 (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION AND CONTROL). 

(c)  (U)  Units submit convoy clearance requests to DTO for credits on divisional MSRs/ASRs using G4 Report number 3, 82d ABN Div FSOP.  Submit bids by 1200 for 0600 next day credits.  List of approved convoy credits will be posted to the DTO public Outlook Folder for PMO to enforce.  PMO will vigorously enforce all highway regulations. 
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APPENDIX 4 (TRAFFIC CIRCULATION AND CONTROL) TO ANNEX I (SERVICE SUPPORT) TO OPERATION ORDER 01-05

1.  (U)  GENERAL.  This enclosure provides guidance for traffic circulation within the 82d Airborne Division area of operations.

2.  (U)  TRAFFIC CONTROL.


a.  (U)  All MSRs will be strictly controlled as supervised routes by the DTO for effective use by maneuver units and resupply convoys.  Division controlled MSRs and ASRs will remain two way traffic until reprioritization or movement of maneuver units dictates change to one way.


b.  (U)  Additional shifts in MSR and ASR control will occur per coordination with ACofS, G3 based on the tactical and logistical situation.


c.  (U)  Traffic Control Points (TCPs) will be monitored and controlled by 82d Airborne Division Provost Marshall.  See TAB B (Traffic Control Points) for TCP locations and distance separation on MSRs.


d.  (U)  See TAB A (Traffic Circulation Plan (Sketch)) for MSR overview and traffic control.


e.  (U)  All units will report to First Destination Reporting Point (FDRP) prior to entering the Division Support Area (DSA) or transitioning into the division’s area.  The FDRP will report arrival to the DTO/MCO (DREAR) and validate onward movement.  The FDRP is located along MSR OLDS vic DM590900.    

3.  (U)  DISPLACED CIVILIAN ROUTES (DCRs). There are two DC routes in the Division AO.  One route is designated as the NORTH ROUTE and runs from the DCCP at DN7106 along ASR COCKER to ASR SPANIEL to MSR OLDS to the Division DCAA at JAHOC vic DM 5092.  The second route is designated as SOUTH ROUTE and runs from the DCCP at DM8389 and runs from ASR MALAMUTE to ASR COCKER to ASR AFGHAN to ASR TUCSON to ASR HEINZ to MSR OLDS to the DCAA .

4.  (U)  CHEMICAL (DIRTY) ROUTES.  MSR/ASRs closest to the chemical strike will be designated by the DTO as a restrictive decontaminated route used by all contaminated vehicles in the event of a chemical strike.  Designated routes will be marked according to specific NBC type attack and used by both tactical and logistical traffic until determined unsafe for continued operations.  The two templated routes are:  1, from MSR WILLYS near GNJILANE back to ASR MALMUTE where decon operations TBD will commence and 2, MSR OLDS and ASR PUG intersection back to MSR OLDS and ASR COCKER intersection with decon operations TBD.
