Subject:  Division Transportation Officer’s Course (DTO)

1.  WELCOME - On behalf of the U.S. Army Transportation School, welcome to Fort Eustis, the Home of Transportation.

2.  INTRODUCTION:  Welcome to the Division Transportation Officer’s Course, hosted by the U.S. Army Transportation School, Fort Eustis, Virginia.  As an attendee of the course, you will receive an overview of many transportation and deployment topics that will assist you during your DTO assignment.  Carefully selected senior military and civilian subject matter experts have been arranged to provide presentations, including a number of serving DTOs.  The succeeding paragraphs will assist your arrival at Fort Eustis and enrollment in the DTO course.

3.  TRANSPORTATION:  

a.  Air arrivals and departures will normally be through either the Norfolk International Airport, located about 40 miles from Fort Eustis, or the Newport News - Williamsburg International Airport, located approximately 5 miles from Fort Eustis.  Rental cars may be booked at either airport or commercial bus or taxi services are available as well.

b.  Government transportation is NOT available from the airports.  Further, on-post shuttle bus service is no longer available at Fort Eustis.  Consequently, ground transportation during your stay will be your own responsibility.  Because of class scheduling, distance from quarters to classroom, dining facilities/restaurants, and post services, a rental car is desirable. If you are not authorized a rental car, car-pooling is encouraged. You may also desire to rent a car on an individual or group basis.    


4.  BILLETING:

a. It is suggested that you book accommodations by calling 1-800–GO-ARMY-1. You may be billeted either on or off post.  If you are billeted off post, a non-availability control number will be issued and you will be directed to a local motel.  


b. If you desire to book accommodations directly with Fort Eustis billeting, the telephone number of the Transportation Inn is DSN: 826-0968/5807 or Commercial (757) 878-0968/5807.   Any other arrangements will be your responsibility.   If you plan to arrive after 1800 hours, please contact the billeting office for instructions.

5.  ADMINISTRATIVE INPROCESSING:

a. Inprocessing by Golf Company and the Academic Records Office (ARO) will occur in Classroom 140, Building 839.  Students are to be seated by 0800 hours.  A map is provided to assist you in finding the building and classroom.  This classroom will also serve as the site for most instruction.  During inprocessing by the ARO representative, you will be required to turn in another copy of your TDY orders.


b. Security Clearance.  A portion of the class will be conducted within the Joint Deployment Training Center classrooms.  In order to gain access to this facility, students must ensure that their orders clearly show their level of security clearance.  A minimum of SECRET is required for this portion of the instruction.


c. The per diem rate for Newport News, VA is located on the DFAS web site http://www.dfas.mil/. However, please obtain an advance before traveling, if possible.  Due to the consolidation of financial systems, financial support may not be accomplished at Ft Eustis.  It will be in your best interest if you do not require any financial services while attending the DTO course.  However, we will make every effort to get financial support if you have an unavoidable requirement. 

6.  GENERAL INFORMATION:

      a.  Do not arrive more than one day before the class starts.  Class starts on Mondays. 


      b.  Classes are held in Room 140, Bldg 839, the Deployment Training Facility.  Class hours are generally from 0800 - 1700 hours.  Students are requested to be seated no later than 0800 hours. On the last class day, you will be released at approximately 1030 hours; after which you may depart.  Travel time to Newport News Airport is approximately 30 minutes, while travel time to Norfolk International Airport is approximately 60 minutes.  Recommended that return flights should not depart before 1400 hours to allow time to return hire cars, stand in ticketing lines, transit through airport security etc.


      c.  Parking:  Sufficient student parking is available at the Transportation School.  Do not park in handicapped parking spaces unless so authorized.


      d.  Attire:  The dress for military personnel will be Battle Dress Uniform (BDU).  A social event will take place within the first few days of the course.  The dress for that event will also be BDU.

      e.  Telephone calls: Students will not be called from class except for an emergency, however, messages will be passed on.  During duty hours calls for students can be made to DSN 826- 6059 or commercial (757) 878-6059. This is a “24-hour” number. 

7.  PRE-READING:  It is highly recommended that you read the DTO Guide prior to arrival.  This publication has been created specifically for DTOs and has a wealth of information.  The Guide can be found on the Transportation School Home Page at
