Subject:  Introduction to Defense Transportation Course (IDT)

1.  WELCOME - On behalf of the U.S. Army Transportation School, welcome to Fort Eustis, the Home of Transportation.

2.  INTRODUCTION:  Welcome to the Introduction to Defense Transportation Course (IDT), hosted by the U.S. Army Transportation School, here at Fort Eustis, Virginia. As an attendee of the Introduction to Defense Transportation (IDT) course, you will receive an overview of current defense transportation and traffic management capabilities to include in transit visibility procedures.  Carefully selected military and civilian subject matter experts will make presentations. Further, the course endeavors to afford attendees with an appreciation of the environment in which decisions regarding Defense transportation methodologies and modes are developed. 

The succeeding paragraphs are intended to assist you in arriving at Fort Eustis and enrolling in the IDT.

3.  TRANSPORTATION:  


a.  Air arrivals and departures will normally be through either the Norfolk International Airport, located about 40 miles from Fort Eustis, or the Newport News-Williamsburg International Airport, located approximately 5 miles from Fort Eustis. Rental cars may be booked at either airport and commercial bus or taxi service is available, as well.


b.  Government transportation is NOT available from the airports. Further, on-post shuttle bus service is no longer available at Fort Eustis. Consequently, ground transportation during your stay will be your own responsibility.  Because of class scheduling, distance from quarters to classroom, dining facilities/restaurants, and post services, a rental car is desirable.  If you are not authorized a rental car, car-pooling is encouraged.  You may also desire to rent a car on an individual or group basis.    

4.  BILLETING:


a.  It is suggested that you book accommodations by calling 1-800–GO-ARMY-1. You may be billeted either on or off post.  If you are billeted off post, a non-availability control number will be issued and you will be directed to a local motel.  A map has been included to assist you in finding the billeting.

         
b. If you desire to book accommodations directly with Fort Eustis billeting, the telephone number of the Transportation Inn is DSN: 826-0968/5807 or Commercial (757) 878-0968/5807.  Any other arrangements will be your responsibility.  If you plan to arrive after 1800 hours, please contact the billeting office for instructions.

5.  ADMINISTRATIVE INPROCESSING:


a.  All U.S. Army Military Personnel will report to Golf Company, 71st TC BN, Bldg 705, Room 61, at 0600 hrs Monday, in BDU uniform, for in processing. In processing closes at 0700, please do not be late.  Three copies of your orders will be required.  



(1) Three copies of your TDY orders.

DD Form 1556, if applicable.

b. For course payment, certain documents must be presented.  For the Navy and Marine Corps personnel: NAVCOMPT Form 2277 must be completed.   For the Army and Air Force personnel: Standard Form 1080 is required.  These documents should be prepared and provided prior to class start date.   FAX the SF1080 or the NAVCOMPT 2277 directly to the resource management office at DSN 927- 0072, commercial: (757) 878-0072.  FAX the 1556 to DSN: 927-6007, commercial (757) 878-6007.  However, they must be provided no later than during the registration period during the first class session.

       
c.  The per diem rate for Newport News, VA can be found on http://www.dfas.mil/ It is wise to periodically check the DFAS web site for rate changes.  Due to the consolidation of financial systems, financial support may not be accomplished at Ft Eustis.  It will be in your best interest if you do not require any financial services while attending IDT.  However, we will make every effort to get financial support if you have an unavoidable requirement.                                      

6.  GENERAL INFORMATION:


a.  Do not arrive more than one day before class start date. PLEASE CALL THE IDT COORDINATORS IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO ATTEND, DSN 826-6065/6519 OR (757) 878-6065/6519.


b.  Classes are held in Room 55, Bldg 705, the main Transportation School building.  Class hours are generally from 0800 - 1630.  On the last class day, you will be released approximately 1500; after which you may depart.  You might consider this release time when making your travel arrangements.  This should preclude your having to change your flight schedule.

      
c.  Parking:  Sufficient student parking is available at the Transportation School.  Do not park in handicapped parking spaces unless so authorized.

     
d. Attire: The dress for military personnel on the first and last day of class will be the Class B uniform.  For the rest of the class sessions, it will be informal and comfortable civilian dress. There will be tours of ports, ships, and other facilities.   Rubber sole shoes are particularly recommended for the visit to the ships and are encouraged for the other excursions.


e.  Telephone calls: Students will not be called from class except in cases of emergency, however, messages will be passed on.  During duty hours calls for students can be made to DSN 826-6516 or commercial (757) 878-6516. This is a digital answering service routinely checked.  Faxes can be received at DSN: 826-6007, commercial (757) 878-6007.  A DSN telephone is available for student use in the classroom attendant’s room adjacent to classroom 55.   The Transportation Library is available with accessible computers using Internet Explorer 5.5 as a web browser.
