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MEMORANDUM FOR INCOMING CLC3, PHASE II STUDENTS 

SUBJECT:  Combined Logistics Captains Career Course (CLC3) 

1.  WELCOME - On behalf of the U.S. Army Transportation School, welcome to Fort Eustis, the Home of Transportation.

2.  INTRODUCTION - The Regimental Phase of CLC3 teaches the skills needed to be a successful company commander and transportation staff officer in multifunctional battalion and brigade-level staff logistics assignments.  Instruction will concentrate on branch-specific tasks essential to function and survive on the battlefield as well as technical skills required to get to and from the battlefield.  In addition, we hope to provide an academic and social environment that fosters camaraderie with peers with whom you will interface throughout the rest of your military careers.  Phase II of the CLC3 has been designed to provide you with the latest in transportation doctrine and techniques.  The five weeks of compressed and comprehensive regimental training focus on technical skills required to work in modes of transportation and movement control. When you arrive, you will receive an evaluation plan for Phase II.

3. REPORTING PROCEDURES / INPROCESSING  - You must report to Golf Company, Building 705, Room 54 NLT 0745 on the first day of class.  Please do not be late.  If you are signing-in during non-duty hours, report to building 1012, 8th Transportation Brigade: Commercial (757) 878-5501 or DSN 826-5501. Signing-in during regular duty hours can be completed in Room 54 of Building 705. Please be in BDU’s and bring four copies of your orders. 

4. TRAVEL TO FORT EUSTIS - Fort Eustis is easily accessible by plane, bus, or privately-owned vehicle (POV).  An area and Ft. Eustis map is included on our website.  If traveling by plane, make sure your reservations are to the Newport News/Williamsburg Airport, or to Norfolk International Airport.  You must obtain transportation from the airport.  Taxis and limousines are available (limousine is cheaper).  Remember, you must keep receipts for all expenses to file for government reimbursement. After 2200, the military police conduct 100% searched on all vehicles entering the installation.  ALL VEHICLES ARE SUBJECT TO ENTERING THE INSTALLATION.

5. TRAVEL ON FORT EUSTIS - All personnel traveling by POV are required to have a valid Post Decal or obtain a temporary vehicle pass.  Vehicle passes are good for 30 days and can be obtained from the Visitor Center located at building 2, which is on the right hand side just prior to the front gate.  To obtain a pass, you will need to have a valid state driver’s license, registration, proof of insurance, DOD ID card, and a copy of your orders.  
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6. MTSS (Military Training Service Support) – All classes that begin on or after 10 May 2004 will use this new system and it will apply to all personnel attending class that are Army Reserve, National Guard and active duty. Summary of how MTSS will affect you is below.

7. MTSS AND LODGING – Lodging will be at no cost to you during your course. After you report (see para 5 above) you must report to the Transportation Inn, 2110 Pershing Avenue, for your room assignment. Room assignments will be on-post, but if not available, the Transportation Inn will assign you to a contracted facility off-post.  Dependants are not authorized to stay with you in any contracted rooms. Students will pay any auxiliary charges incurred (long distance, room service, movie rentals, etc.)  

8. MTSS AND TRANSPORTATION – Limited on-post government transportation is available for those who do not have transportation (e.g. buses). If you do bring you POV, in-and-around mileage of 10 miles per day for those staying on-post and 20 miles for those off-post per day is allowed, a log must be maintained. Students who travel by air (without POV) will be authorized taxi fare of up to $50.00 per week.

9. MTSS AND MEALS – You will no longer receive Per Diem payments for meals consumed on each day of class during the week.  Meals will be provided five days a week (Monday through Friday) for breakfast, lunch, and dinner.  Per Diem will be authorized on weekends and federal holidays.  Students can check on per diem rates at http://www.dfas.mil/
10. MTSS INCIDENTALS – The other entitlements not mentioned above for you during you stay are as follows:  $3.00 daily incidentals and $2.00 daily for laundry services after your seventh day.
11. PHYSICAL TRAINING POLICY - Physical training and readiness are essential to all soldiers and is one of the cornerstones of the course.  Soldiers should participate in a training program prior to arriving at Fort Eustis.  Classes will plan and conduct organized physical training Mon, Tue, Wed, Thur, and Fri from 0530 – 0630 at Anderson Field House.

12. GENERAL INFORMATION - A class reception is scheduled for your class.  This reception will include the Transportation Officer Basic Course at the Fort Eustis Officer’s club. The Commanding General hosts this event. The date and time will be on your class schedule.  You will need to know the Transportation Song as you will sing it to the CG and staff as a class and you should know the Solder’s Creed.
