MOBILITY WARRANT OFFICER BASIC COURSE (MWOBC)

1.  WELCOME: On behalf of the US Army Transportation School, congratulations on your selection to attend the Mobility Warrant Officer Basic Course and welcome to Fort Eustis, Virginia, the 'Home of Army Transportation'.

2.  INTRODUCTION: The Mobility Warrant Officer Basic Course is designed to teach you the skills and information necessary to serve in the capacity as a Mobility Warrant Officer assisting units in the deployment process.  Your career field is one of the very newest in the Army and relies heavily on the understanding of transportation automated systems. The course will be challenging as you will have to master many new skills.  Throughout the course you will also have the opportunity to develop a network of professional acquaintances, many of whom you will meet during the various social events to which you will be invited.

3.  LOCATION: The course will be taught at various locations around Fort Eustis, however, the majority of your instruction will occur in Room 108 of Building 839 (the Deployment Training Facility). 

4.  TRANSPORTATION:  

a.  Air arrivals and departures will normally be through either the Norfolk International Airport, located about 40 miles from Fort Eustis, or the Newport News - Williamsburg International Airport, located approximately 5 miles from Fort Eustis. Government transportation is NOT available from the airports - rental cars may be booked at either airport and commercial bus or taxi services are available as well.  Remember to keep receipts for all expenses to file for government reimbursement.  All vehicles entering Fort Eustis are stopped at the front gate for an identification check - ensure that your Military ID Card is readily accessible when you enter Fort Eustis.

b. The on-post shuttle bus service is no longer available at Fort Eustis.  Consequently, ground transportation during your stay will be your own responsibility.  Because of class scheduling, distance from quarters/hotels to classroom, dining facilities/restaurants, and post services, you will probably want to bring a Privately-Owned Vehicle (POV) or arrange for a rental car. 
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5.   WHERE TO REPORT: A map of Bldg 705 is located next to its entry stairwell.  During duty hours report to G Company, Building 705, Room 56 to sign-in.  After duty hours, report to the Staff Duty Officer (SDO)/Staff Duty Noncommissioned Officer (SDNCO) in Building 1012.  If an emergency arises that will delay your arrival, contact the SDO at (757) 878-6059.  If you are calling during normal duty hours (Monday through Friday 0800-1700 hours), contact G Company at (757) 878-6675. 

6. IN-PROCESSING: In-processing begins at 0600 hours on your start date in Building 705, Room 56.  You are to report in PT uniform (Army gray shirt and shorts) for weigh-in.  Please have two copies of your orders, medical and dental records, and travel paperwork with you when reporting in.  You will also need to hand in at this time a copy of your DA Form 873 'Certificate of Clearance and/or Security Determination'.   Note that you will need a permanent security classification of 'SECRET' or higher to undertake this course.  At 0950 hours you are to report to Room 108 in Building 839 in BDUs.  The course-welcome will be held at this time and you will be issued a copy of the course schedule.  


7.  BILLETING:
a. It is suggested that you book accommodation by calling 1-800–GOARMY1. You may be billeted either on or off-post.  If you are billeted off-post, a non-availability control number will be issued and you will be directed to a local motel. 


b. If you desire to book accommodation directly with Fort Eustis billeting, the telephone number of the Transportation Inn is DSN: 826-2337/5807 or commercial (757) 878-2337/5807.   Any other arrangements will be your responsibility.   

8.  GENERAL INFORMATION:
      a.   Class hours are generally from 0800 - 1700 hours.  On the last day of class you will be released at approximately 1430 hours, after which you may depart.  Travel time to Newport News Airport is approximately 30 minutes, while travel time to Norfolk International Airport is approximately 60 minutes.  I recommend that if you are booking return flights, you allow enough time to return hire cars, stand in ticketing lines, transit through airport security etc.


      b.  Attire: The Battle Dress Uniform (BDU) is the prescribed uniform while attending class, with Class A uniform for graduation.  Additionally, you should bring Dress and/or Mess Blues in order to participate in your classes formal dining-in night.

      c.  Physical Training Policy: Your class will participate in organized PT with Golf Company (0530 hours start on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Fridays).   You will be tested on APFT during your attendance.  All personnel jogging on Fort Eustis must wear reflective clothing, such as a reflective safety vest or sash.  

      d.  Telephone calls: Please instruct family members and friends not to call G Company except for emergencies only.  The caller must provide your complete name, rank, course and class number (MWOBC 02/03).  Students will not be called from class except for an emergency, however, messages will be passed on.  During duty hours calls for students can be made to DSN 826 6059 or commercial (757) 878 6059. This is a “24-hour” number.  
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      e.  Mail:  If you would like to receive mail while on course, you will need to fill out the mail roster provided to the class leader.  The class leader will submit the mail roster to G Company.  If you use this service, ensure that you clear the Transportation School mailroom before departing the installation.  You will need to fill out a mail card (DA Form 3955) to forward your mail.

     g. Sick Call: Sick call hours are 0630-0730 hours, Monday through Friday at the McDonald Army Community Hospital.  On weekends, report to the Urgent Care Center at McDonald Army Community Hospital (open 0700 to 2300 hours).  The Urgent Care Center can be reached on 

314 7676.

     h. Leave: If you desire to take leave, your Course Manager and the G Company Commander must approve it during duty hours.  As you will have a full class schedule, leave will only be approved in exceptional circumstances.  After duty hours, the US Army Transportation School SDO/SDNCO will contact G Company to process the emergency leave.  Emergency Leave is only granted through Red Cross notification.  The US Army Transportation School SDO/SDNCO contact phone number is 878 6059.
