Such actions have a lasting, negative effect on how the military feels about itself, how the country views it's military, and how the world perceives not only the United States military but how the world views our society as a whole.
      We must recall those who have acted with integrity and applaud their actions.  Generals MacArthur, Schwartzkopf, and Powell are a tiny fraction of those who have acted, throughout their lives, with integrity and who have brought honor to our Army, our country and our people.  They were leaders who lived with integrity, led with integrity and provided their soldiers and generations of soldiers to follow with excellent examples of what soldiers should be.
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
