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Moral Obligations











     	According to FM 22-100 duty is a legal or moral obligation to do what should be done without being told to do it.  There are many legal obligations that a soldier must abide by.  For example, in a combat situation in the heat of battle, it is more likely that a soldier may carry out an atrocity of war such as "double tapping," or the killing of noncombatants.  If a soldier sees an atrocity of war being carried out, it is that soldier's duty to report, and stop such actions even if the person carrying out the atrocity is of higher rank.  Moral obligations are a little more difficult to quantify.  





     	There is no book that lists the moral obligations one should abide by.  There are many books that offer guidance about moral obligations, such as leadership manuals or religious text.  Moral obligations can range anywhere from recycling aluminum cans to serving your country by joining the military.  The following thought is another way to look at duty.  "To do your duty is to do your job."  This applies to everyone whether that person is in the military or a civilian.
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
